We recommend
members collect the letters and tuning all materials in together to ensure the application is
complete.

Scholarships amounts awarded are at the discretion of the scholarship selection committee.
Eligibility Requirements

e Applicant must be currently enrolled in the Erie County 4-H Program.

e Applicant must have been a member of the Erie County 4-H Program for at least one year.

e Applicant must be a senior in High School or College Freshman

e Applicant must be enrolled or planning to attend an accredited university, college, technical
school or certificate program.

Selection Process

e Applications are due in the 4-H office or postmarked by April 30, 2026
e Applications are reviewed by the scholarship selection committee.
¢ Applicants will be notified by June 5, 2026
o Scholarship check will be awarded upon receipt of proof of enrollment in the form of
a tuition bill from the college, university, or program.

Scholarship application and all required materials are to be postmarked no
later than April 30, 2026.
